Pastor’s Keyboard

Fr. Joseph Hutsko (Guest Priest)
Dear Parishioners of St. Rose of Lima Church:

This Friday, June 21 at 5:30 PM we will be celebrating
the Byzantine Catholic Divine Liturgy (Divine Liturgy of
St. John Chrysostom) here at St. Rose of Lima Church.
Beginning at 5:00 PM | will present a brief catechesis
about the Byzantine Catholic Church and some
information about participating in the Divine Liturgy.
With that in mind, | would like to mention a few words
about the Divine Liturgy in the Byzantine Catholic
Church.

One thing you will notice right away at the beginning of
the Divine Liturgy is the priest will celebrate the Divine
Liturgy facing the wall, that is with his back turned to
you. Another thing you will notice is that we will have 2
icons placed in between where the priest stands and you
the congregation. In our churches we have a permanent
wooden or metal screen with ions in it, it is called the icon
screen or the iconostasis. For Friday’s Divine Liturgy we
will just have 2 icons, one of Christ the Teacher and one
of the Theotokos (Mother of God). | will explain more
about the icon screen in the catechesis on Friday.

We do sing the entire Divine Liturgy and the faithful are
encouraged to sing along with the cantor. We will have
books for you to follow along as you participate in the
Divine Liturgy. The Divine Liturgy is comprised of two
parts: The Liturgy of the Word and The Liturgy of the
Eucharist. The Liturgy of the Word contains the epistle
(letters of St. Paul and other saints) and the gospel
(readings from the 4 evangelists). Unlike the Roman
Catholic Church, we have a one-year cycle of gospel
readings, so the gospel is the same of the particular
Sundays of the year.

There is a lot of movement by the priest throughout the
Divine Liturgy. The priest moves throughout the church
in processions (with the gospel book and with the gifts of
bread and wine.) He also moves throughout the church
and around the altar as he incenses icons and the people.
Several times during the Divine Liturgy the priest turns
around and gives a blessing to the faithful.

One different feature at the Divine Liturgy is that the
faithful do not exchange a greeting of peace with each
other after the singing of the Our Father. When you come
to receive the Eucharist, the practice is a little different
from that of the Roman Rite. We always stand to receive
the Eucharist and we don’t hold out our hand or extend
our tongue. One merely tilts their head and opens their
mouth wide to receive the Eucharist.

The catechesis on Friday will go in greater detail
concerning the Divine Liturgy.
