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Pastors Corner: The Gospel the past few weeks have been preparing us for today’s celebration of
Pentecost. Jesus has been preparing his disciples, preparing us, for our role in continuing his work.
He has told us that:

e The Father is so much within Jesus that if you know Jesus you know the Father.

Jesus offers to be within us just as the Father is in him.
QOUIEJEI}W% e This will happen through the sending of the Holy Spirit, who is the ‘insides’ of Jesus and of the

Father.

Put this way we have God’s ‘insides’ within us. The Holy Spirit is not just with us but within us. And
another way of saying this is that we are the temple of God’s Spirit. So how do we act when we have God’s
‘insides’ in us? How do we interact with others as the temple of the Holy Spirit?

It can be a challenge at times to see the sacred in others. However, if we believe that the Holy Spirit dwells
within us then it also dwells in the people we encounter. Think of the Holy Spirit as love, the love the Father and
Son have for each other. If we look beyond the externals of a person we see the love of God, the ‘insides’ of God,
the Holy Spirit.

Maybe even more challenging is to see the Spirit dwelling within ourselves. Too often we have a poor self-
image or from past sins may feel unworthy, and so find it difficult to believe that God’s ‘insides’ are in us. It
doesn’t seem possible that God would take up residence in my body. And that is the amazingly good news! He
does take up residence in us. His Spirit within us helps us to fulfill the role that God has designed for us as we
journey to him. Trying to do what is right and to make a difference in life would be impossible without the help of
the Holy Spirit. We would never be able to fulfill God’s plan for us without his help. This Pentecost, become
aware of the Holy Spirit dwelling within you and within the people in your life. Develop an awareness and
gratitude for the ‘insides’ of God in us.

If you have not received the Holy Spirit through the Sacrament of Confirmation there is a preparation program

for youth in High School which begins in September and another program for adults. For information on the

adult preparation for Confirmation please contact me.
