Personally invite others to get involved in our parish community (Hospitality)

After Easter we will offer a follow-up gathering for anyone who attended any day of the Joyfully Gifted mission.
During this time, we will develop a plan for implementing some of the ideas that were suggested from our table
discussions. In addition, in the Fall, we will offer a shortened version of the Joyfully Gifted retreat for anyone who was
unable to attend the mission. Discovering and using our spiritual gifts is a wonderful way to grow in our faith and bless
our parish community.
