This week we celebrate:  Saint Lawrence, Deacon and Martyr  
Although we have lots of great saint memorials this week, Saint Lawrenceõs 

memorial stands out as a Feast, the second highest liturgical rank for festival days 

(Solemnities, Feasts, Memorials).   Lawrence served under Pope Saint Sixtus II and 

is one of the patron saints of deacons and the poor.  When ordered to hand over the 

Churchõs treasure following the arrest of Pope Sixtus II and several deacons, 

Lawrence presented the imperial prefect with the poor.  He was roasted to death on 

August 10, 258.  A widely circulated tale describes how, while being roasted on the 

gridiron, he said, òTurn me over, Iõm done on this side.ó  For this reason, Lawrence is 

also the patron saint of comedians and cooks. 

òJust as he had partaken of a gift of self at the table of the Lord, so he prepared to offer such a gift. In his life he loved Christ; in his death he
