This week we celebrate: Saint Catherine of Alexandria, Virgin and Martyr (Memorial)
" We do not have the acts of St. Catherine in their original form, but transformed and distorted
- by imaginative narrators. Regardless of the authenticity of the legend surrounding St.
~ Catherine, she did indeed exist. Of noble birth and quite learned in the sciences, St.
~ Catherine presented herself to Emperor Maximus when she was 18 years old. Reproaching
him for his cruelty in his violent persecution of Christians, Catherine endeavored to show
him the wickedness of worshipping false gods. Unable to challenge her intellect himself,
Maximus detained her at the palace and summoned numerous scholars in an attempt to
convince Catherine to apostatize. Catherine emerged from each debate victorious, eventually
converting even the empress and the head of the troops (who were baptized and martyred).
Catherine was condemned to die on the wheel (visible in many of her icons) but it
miraculously broke at her touch. She was beheaded around 305 AD. Because of her skill ir
the sciences and her eloquence, she is invoked as the patron of lawyers, students, librarians, philosophers, apologis
and pulpit orators. She is also known as the patron of virgins, wheelwrights, and mechanics.
