Ash Wednesday is February 26"™. Mass in Fertile: 5:30 p.m. followed by Soup Supper; Mass in Mentor: 7:00 p.m. Please
sign up to help with the various liturgical ministries. Sign-up sheet is in the gathering area.

Lenten Regulations: Abstinence- Catholics over 14 years of age are bound to the obligation of abstinence. Abstinence is
to be observed on Ash Wednesday and on all Fridays of Lent. Abstinence is the refraining from eating meat. The use of
broth from chicken or beef is permitted. Fast— Catholics over 18 and up to the beginning of their 60" year are bound to
the obligation of fasting. Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are the days of fasting. On these days, only one full meal is
allowed. Two other meatless meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according to each one’s needs, but
together they should not equal another full meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids, including milk and
fruit juices are allowed. Regarding other weekdays of Lent, participation in daily Mass and the voluntary observance of
fasting is recommended. By the threefold discipline of fasting, almsgiving and prayer the Church keeps Lent from Ash
Wednesday until the evening of Holy Thursday. All of the faithful should undertake serious practice of these three
traditions. Failure to observe any penitential days at all or a substantial number of such days must be considered
serious. The special Paschal fast and abstinence are prescribed for Good Friday and encouraged for Holy Saturday.
