With every ray of light 
 

In the art world, light and 

darkness are, amazingly enough, 

compatible and necessary 

elements to all paintings.  To the untrained eye, a 

painting is just that, a painting, a picture depicting 

persons, places or things that are brought to life 

through the magic of paint.  For instance, a portrait 

can appear three dimensional even though it is on a 

flat canvas that is only two dimensional, having 

height and width.  But with the genius of the paint 

brush, an array of colors and an eye for shading, the 

artist can create the third dimension of depth on a 

perfectly flat surface.  That is when the gift comes in.  

The first and most fundamental rule of painting is, in 

order to create an image you must utilize light and 

dark equally.  In order to achieve the depth 

perception, you must balance your subject with 

equal amounts of light and darkness, thus creating 

the desired image.   
 

Transitioning this concept to our daily lives, we 

realize that, without the challenging times of life – 

the dark time if you will – we would not be so well 

rounded, so able to be complete.  You might say 

that, without the full experience of life, the gains and 

the losses, the light and the dark, we too would be 

only two dimensional.

NOTICE REGARDING REPORTING SEXUAL ABUSE OF A

If any priest, deacon, 

religious, lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese 

of Scranton has cause or reason to suspect that a 

minor has been subjected to any form of abuse, 

including child sexual abuse, the matter will be 

reported to law enforcement. In accordance with 

the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania’s Child 

Protective Services Laws, reports of suspected child 

abuse should also be made immediately by phone 

to the 24-HourChild Abuse hotline (ChildLine) 

electronically at www.compass.state.pa.us/cwis or 

at 1-800-932-0313.  

It is also the policy of the Diocese to adhere to all 

civil and state regulations. To this end, the Diocese is 

equally committed to adhering to the norms of the 

Code of Canon Law and to upholding the tenets of 

the USCCB Charter for the Protection of Children 

and Young People, which includes supporting 

victims of sexual abuse in their pursuit of emotional 

and spiritual well-being. As such, information 

regarding an allegation of sexual abuse of a minor 

should also be reported to the Victim Assistance 

Coordinator, Mary Beth Pacuska, at 570-862-7551 or 

to Diocesan officials, including the Vicar General, 

Msgr.

To serve as a sponsor, it is required that a person 

obtain a sponsor letter from his/her pastor.  Sponsors 

must be at least 16 years of age, have received the 

Sacraments of Baptism, Holy Eucharist, Confirmation, 

(If married) be married according to the regulations 

for marriage as provided by the Roman Catholic 

Church, officially registered and participating 

weekly in the Sunday Eucharist & actively striving to 

live out your own baptismal commitment to Christ.

FEAST OF THE ASCENSION OF THE LORD 

The Feast of the Ascension is one 

of the ecumenical (i.e.,   

universally-celebrated) feasts of 

the Christian liturgical year, along 

with the Passion, Easter, Pentecost 

and Christmas.   

Ascension Day is traditionally 

celebrated on the sixth Thursday 

after Easter Sunday, the fortieth 

day from Easter day, although 

some Roman Catholic provinces 

have moved the observance to 

the following Sunday to facilitate 

the obligation to attend Mass.  Saint Jerome held 

that it was of Apostolic origin, but in fact the 

ascension was originally part of Pentecost (the 

coming of the Holy Spirit), and developed as a 

separate celebration only slowly from the late 4th 

century onward. 

In the Catholic tradition, it begins with a three-day 

"rogation" to ask for God's mercy, and the feast itself 

includes a procession of torches and banners 

symbolizing Christ's journey to the Mount of Olives 

and entry into heaven; the extinguishing of 

the Paschal candle; and an all-night vigil; white is 

the liturgical color. 

The orthodox tradition has a slightly different 

calendar, up to a month later than in the Western 

tradition; the Anglican communion continues to 

observe the feast, but most Protestant churches 

have abandoned the traditional Christian calendar 

of feasts.

MEMORIAL OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY, 

MOTHER OF THE CHURCH 

Pope Francis recently added a Memorial for "The 

Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of the Church" to the 

General Roman Calendar.  It will be celebrated 

each year on the Monday after Pentecost.  This year 

that will fall on May 21st.  The feast will be celebrated 

every year, according to a decree issued by the 

Congregation of Divine Worship and the Discipline 

of the Sacraments. 

The decree says: 

Indeed, the Mother standing beneath the cross (see 

John 19:25), accepted her Son’s testament of love 

and welcomed all people in the person of the 

beloved disciple as sons and daughters to be reborn 

unto life eternal.  She thus became the tender 

Mother of the Church which Christ begot on the 

cross handing on the Spirit.  Christ, in turn, in the 

beloved disciple, chose all disciples as ministers of his 

love toward his Mother, entrusting her to them so 

that they might welcome her with filial affection. 

As a caring guide to the emerging Church Mary had 

already begun her mission in the Upper Room, 

praying with the Apostles while awaiting the coming 

of the Holy Spirit (see Acts 1:14).  In this sense, in the 

course of the centuries, Christian piety has honored 

Mary with various titles, in many ways equivalent, 

such as Mother of Disciples, of the Faithful, of 

Believers, of all those who are reborn in Christ; and 

also as “Mother of the Church” as is used in the texts 

of spiritual authors as well as in the magisterium of 

popes Benedict XIV and Leo XIII.
