MASS INTENTIONS 
Dear Parishioners, 

I hope all is well and you are enjoying your summer!  Things are going 
great at the parish.  The Parish Center renovations and the renovations 
to the Merici Center are progressing very well!  Our new parish center 
should be complete sometime in July and the Merici Center in early Au-
gust.  The Merici Center is being converted into our Guardian Angels 
Early Learning Center that will provide year-round child care from 7:00 
am until 6:00 pm.  It will be for infants through 5-year-old prekinder-
garten students.  Please go to www.srwschool.cc and click on early learning to find out more 
information.   

Just as we are doing quite a few òphysicaló renovations, 7 men from the parish and I are enter-
ing into a òSpiritual Renovationó of our lives.  On July 1 we are embarking on a journey called 
Exodus 90. Exodus 90 is all about freedom. Why? Because without freedom, we cannot love as 
we ought. Itõs about our wives, children, parishes, and friends who suffer when weõre not at 
our best. The goal is to achieve the freedom necessary to fully engage the love of God and the 
love of neighbor. Exodus 90 is based on a challenging 90-day period of purification, a dying to 
self, which is supported by a fraternity of like-minded men for greater interior freedom and, 
eventually, a more purified and selfless love.  Most importantly Exodus 90 is for men who have 
difficulty finding God and desire to radically unite themselves to their Heavenly Father. Exodus 
90 is not a program of penance and self-abasement. It is a program for men who seek, togeth-
er, to strive for a more-perfect freedom.  Exodus 90 has four pillars: 90 days, prayer, asceti-
cism, and fraternity. All four taken together lead to freedom. This isnõt a òsecret formulaó or 
something new. This is the tradition of the Church, and in a particular way, the spirit of the 
Desert Fathers of the 3rd and 4th centuries. In fact, thereõs really nothing flashy about this; all 
thatõs been done is to re-present the Catholic tradition to men who are often unaware of the 
rich heritage they have received.  We will embark on daily hours of prayer, Sacraments, frater-
nity and: 

List of Ascetic Disciplines 
Take short, cold showers 
Practice regular, intense exercise 
Get a full nightõs sleep (at least seven hours is recommended) 
Abstain from alcohol 
Abstain from desserts and sweets 
Abstain from eating between meals 
Abstain from soda or sweet drinks (white milk and unsweetened tea are permissible) 
Abstain from television, movies, or televised sports 
Abstain from video games 
Abstain from nonessential material purchases 
Only listen to music that lifts the soul to God 
Only use the computer for work, school, or essential tasks (e.g., paying bills) 
Only use mobile devices for essential communications; nonessential texting, app, and in-
ternet use is prohibited  
Practice fasting days: Wednesdays and Fridays (abstain from meat and only eat one full 
meal, as well as two smaller meals that together are not equal to a full meal). 

It is our hope that these disciplines will help us rid ourselves of the distractions of daily life so 
we can focus on our relationship with God!  It may be a little radical, but heyéwe are in a 
huge spiritual warfare in the world we are living today!    My hope and prayer is that every 
parishioner of SRW pick one extra prayer to do each day and one of the ascetic disciplines to 
do from July 1 ð September 29.  I ask that you consider doing it as a prayer for me, your pas-
tor, so I can be strong in leading the men and embracing the Exodus 90 journey in my own life 
and so I can be strengthened in my role as pastor.  I ask that you do this as a way to offer prayer 
and sacrifice for our suffering church.  And I ask that you do it for our world that is full of vio-
lence and immorality.   
 

I will keep you up-to-date on our journey, but as a parish I invite you to be a part of a òExodus 
90 Light Versionó as a way for us all to strengthen and renew our spiritual lives!
