Greater Cleveland Volunteers recently started a new program,
Chat Pals, to address social isolation among older adults in
Cuyahoga County. Through the program, they match volun-
teers with older adults (age 55+), based on similar interests and
experiences, for telephone and video-based (FaceTime/Zoom)
communication, so that friendships can be formed. The Chat
Pals program is designed to be a support system, which hopes to
provide emotional support and companionship to people in our
community — with the intention to increase our communities
overall health and well-being.

Once matched, their trained and background-checked volunteer
will reach out on a weekly basis to chat and provide meaningful
conversation.

Currently, GCV is doing outreach to try to find more older
adults (aged 55+) who could benefit from having a virtual or
phone friend.
