The Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security 

(CARES) Act 
 

Did you know the CARES Act can help our local Church?   
By providing key tax incentives for donors to non-proýt organizations,  

the new legislation may encourage you to consider a ýnancial gift to Our Lady of the Mount. 
 
 

What is the CARES Act?  
 
On Friday, March ʱʶ, Congress passed and the President signed into law the Coronavirus Aid, 
Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act. This is a $ʱ trillion economic stimulus package leg-
islated to provide immediate relief for nonproýts, businesses, individuals and state and local 
governments.   
  
How does the CARES Act beneýt donors to nonproýt organizations?  
 
The CARES Act incentivizes charitable giving from individuals and corporations by increasing 
tax deductions for charitable donations.   
  
What are individual donor beneýts?  
 
All taxpayers (both those who itemize and those who use standard deduction) can deduct up to 
$ʲʯʯ of total charitable contributions in ʱʯʱʯ. Prior to the CARES Act, those who use standard 
deduction could not deduct any charitable giving.   
  
What are the additional beneýts for those who itemize their taxes?  
 
The law lifts the existing cap on annual contributions for those who itemize their taxes, signiý-
cantly raising it from ʵʯ% of adjusted gross income to ʰʯʯ% of adjusted gross income.   
  
What are charitable giving incentives for corporations?  
 
The CARES Act raises the annual limit of charitable giving that corporations can deduct from 
ʰʯ% of taxable income to ʱʴ% of taxable income.   
 
Food donations from corporations are raised from ʰʴ% of taxable income to ʱʴ% of taxable in-
come.
