Carved from
wood of the sacred Olive tree, the workmanship has
been a tradition for these families for hundreds of
years. It is hoped through the efforts of Mr. Khair that
these families have a stable income and are able to
continue living in the Holy Land. In the last thirty
years, the Christian population dropped from 22% to
less than 2%.
