Father  Tony’s  Corner 

The Twelve Apostles have been traveling with Jesus along the dusty streets of Galilee. He has 

been explaining to them that he will soon be arrested, unjustly condemned, mocked, and crucified. But after 

the explanation, the apostles start talking among themselves about his Kingdom as if he were going to lead 

a successful political rebellion against the occupying Roman regime. They actually argue about who is going to 

get which positions. This tells us clearly that the apostles did not understand the real nature of Christôs     

Kingdom. Christôs Kingdom is not a political, military reality. Christôs Kingdom is a spiritual reality, the reign 

of Godôs will in the hearts of his followers. This is why Christôs sacrifice on the cross is not a terrible failure, 

but an eternal triumph. When we let Godôs will reign in our hearts, it always involves self-denial; it always   

involves saying not just óThy Kingdom Comeô, but also óThy will be doneô - Thy will, 

not my will. The clash between Godôs eternal wisdom, the source of his will, and the selfish preferences of our 

fallen human nature is what is behind the cross. Jesus endured the full pain of that clash without caving in, 

winning our redemption. Until the very end, in spite of the painful and humiliating opposition of this fallen 

world, he chose the Fatherôs will over the natural preferences of his human mind and body. Christôs Kingdom 

entails the interior victory of Godôs love over self-love, not the exterior victory of military or political conquest. 

Jesus describes the path to greatness today as one of service, and not just any service: the humble service    

willing to lay down oneôs life for the benefit of another. Even an ambitious person can seek to perform some 

service to achieve his ends. When Jesus gives the example of serving a child, it is like a cold bucket of water 

dumped on the disciplesô selfish ambitions. He tells us that to serve a child in his name is to serve not only him, 

but our Heavenly Father who sent him. No matter how great we become in the eyes of society, we can never 

neglect even the least members of it, because our only ambition should be to serve. The lesson Jesus has been 

teaching by his example since the day of his birth, he now teaches with words. And this lesson is a big one: the 

nature of true success. When Jesus and his apostles sit down to relax in Capernaum after a day of walking the 

hot, dusty roads of Galilee, he knows exactly what his disciples have been talking about - success, glory,    

greatness. But they are too embarrassed to admit it; they suspect that their interest in worldly success is 

too self-centered to be praiseworthy. But Jesusô response is surprising. He does not condemn that 

very normal impulse - because he knows that achieving things, making a difference in the world, is a basic need 

felt by every human heart. This is one of the purposes of our lives: being a sign of Godôs goodness by making 

a positive difference in the world. So Jesus does not scold them for wanting to do something great. Instead, he 

tells them what true greatness really is. The great task for every Christian is not to achieve fame and fortune, 

popularity, power, and worldly success. Rather, it is the same task that Christ himself undertook: 

to serve others, to make others happy, to reach out to those who are weak and in need, like little children. 

Greatness in Christôs Kingdom is equated with humility, an attitude of the heart that puts the good 

of others ahead of oneôs own preferences: it is self-giving, not self-getting. Jesus is the Servant-Lord; we, his 

faithful disciples, are called to follow in those demanding footsteps. Christôs Kingdom is spiritual, not political; 

it is mainly interior, not exterior. When we ask for Christôs Kingdom to come, we are asking for God to let his 

law of love and redemption rule over our lives and the lives of all people. When we speak of Godôs law of love 

and redemption, we are actually speaking about what God wants. We know that he wants only what is best for 

each one of us - this is his fundamental desire for us. That desire, rooted in Godôs infinite love and wisdom, is 

what we mean by Godôs will: his desire for our salvation and lasting happiness. This desire is the motive       

behind the Commandments, the teachings of the Church, and the guiding hand of divine Providence.
