What is RCIA?

RCIA is intended to instruct in the Catholic Faith
those who are seeking to enter into full communion
with the Catholic Church through Baptism and/or
Confirmation and Holy Communion.

Who should look into RCIA?
Anyone not yet baptized.
Anyone baptized but not as a Catholic.
Anyone baptized as a Catholic who did not yet
receive first Communion or Confirmation.
Fully initiated Catholics seeking fuller catecheti-
cal knowledge of their Catholic Faith.

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ASH WEDNESDAY

Lent is the time when we prepare for the great feast of Easter. On Ash
Wednesday, the first day of Lent, Christians receive a special sign. Ashes are placed
on their foreheads in the sign of a cross. You might hear the minister say, “Turn
away from sin and be faithful fo the gospel.” This means we must stop doing those
things that keep us from being like Jesus and try to live as he did.

Each year on Ash Wednesday we read from the Gospel of Matthew. It tellsus
that there are three important things we can do during Lent so that we might be
more like Jesus.

Give Alms: Alms are money or goods we give o the poor-.

Pray: We listen to God in the quiet of our hearts and answer with words
and actions.

Fast: We do without something (food, TV, videos, computer games, etc.).

Lent lasts for forty days.
The Church invites us to do each of these things during that time.
