The Palms are Blessed  

with the following prayer:  
 

òAlmighty God, we pray you bless these 
branches and make them holy. Today we 
joyfully acclaim Jesus our Messiah and 
King. May we reach one day the happi-
ness of the new and everlasting Jerusa-
lem by faithfully following him who 
lives and reigns for ever and ever. 
Amen.ó 
 

As the faithful, we remember and  
dramatize Christ's triumphal entrance into 
Jerusalem on a donkey. In Jesus' time, a 
huge crowd assembled, put their cloaks or 
branches on the ground, and waved palm 
branches, acclaiming Christ as the King of 
Israel, the Son of David. We now wave our 
palm branches and sing: 
 

òHosanna to the Son of David, the King 
of Israel.  

Blessed is he who comes in the name of 
the Lord.  

Hosanna in the highestó. 
 

These words of praise are echoed every day 
at the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass at the 
Sanctus (Holy, Holy). 
Our joy is quickly subdued. We are jolted 
to reality and see the purpose of Christ 
coming to Jerusalem by the reading of the 
Passion at the Gospel.  

 

The Precepts of the Church 
The precepts of the Church are set in the context 

of a moral life bound to and nourished by  

liturgical life. The obligatory character of these 

positive laws decreed by the pastoral authorities is 

meant to guarantee to the faithful the very neces-

sary minimum in the spirit of prayer and moral 

effort, in the growth in love of God and neighbor: 

1. The first precept "You shall attend Mass on 

Sundays and holy days of obligation and rest from 

servile labor.ó 

2. The second precept "You shall confess your sins 

at least once a year."  

3. The third precept "You shall receive the  

sacrament of the Eucharist at least during the 

Easter season."  

4. The fourth precept "You shall observe the days 

of fasting and abstinence established by the 

Church.ó 

5. The fifth precept "You shall help to provide for 

the needs of the Church".
