WHY SHOULD | GO TO MASS EVERY DAY?

“The Mass is the most perfect form of
prayer!” (Pope St. Paul VI) |

For each Mass we hear with devotion,
Our Lord sends a saint to comfort us
at death. (Revelation of Christ to St.
Gertrude the Great.)

St. Padre Pio, the stigmatic priest, g :
said the world could exist more easily ¥ y —Zal
without the sun than without the \’5‘" i
Mass.

The Cure d’ Ars, St. Jean Vianney, said if we knew
the value of the Mass, we would die of joy.

A great doctor of the Church, St. Anselm, declares
that a single Mass offered for oneself during life
may be worth more than a thousand celebrated for
the same intention after death. St. Leonard of Port
Maurice supports this statement by saying that one
Mass before death may be more profitable than
many after it.

“The Holy Mass would be a greater profit if people
had it offered in their lifetime, rather than having
it celebrated for the relief of their souls after
death.” (Pope Benedict XV.)

Once, St. Teresa was overwhelmed with God’s
goodness and asked Our Lord, “How can | thank
you?” Our Lord replied, “Attend one Mass.”

The Blessed Virgin Mary once told Her faithful serv-
ant Alain: “My Son so loves those who assist at the
Holy Sacrifice of the Mass that, if it were neces-
sary, He would die for them as many times as
they’ve heard Masses.”

FEAST OF OUR LADY OF THE ANGELS - August 2

PORTIUNCULA INDULGENCE

From noon of Aug 1 until mid-

night of Aug 2 the faithful can

gain a plenary indulgence appli-

cable to themselves or the souls

in purgatory under the usual con-

ditions:

1. Be in the state of grace.

2. Confession (8 days before or
after).

3. Holy Communion.

4. Prayers for the intention of the Pope (Our Father,
Hail Mary & Glory be.)

5. And by visiting a cathedral, any parish church or
a Franciscan church and there praying one Our
Father & the Creed.

The Portiuncula is a small church located in a little
town situated about three quarters of a mile from
Assisi and is officially known as Santa Maria degli
Angeli.




ST. JAMES THE GREATER - July 25th

Our Lady of the Pillar (Nuestra
Seniora del Pilar) is the name
given to the Blessed Virgin
Mary in the context of the tradi-
tional belief that Mary, while
living in Jerusalem, supernatu-
rally appeared to the Apos-
tle James the Greater in AD
40 while he was preaching in
what is now Spain. This appear-
ance is the only recorded instance of Mary exhibit-
ing the Mystical phenomenon of bilocation. Among
Catholics, it is also considered the first Marian ap-
parition, and unique because it happened while
Mary was still living on Earth.

THE FOURTEEN HOLY HELPERS
St. Pantaleon, Martyr - July 27

St. Pantaleon was a doctor in Ni-
comedia who became physician to
the Emperor Galerius. Having
been seduced by the false maxims
of the world, he unhappily re-
lapsed into apostasy. Due to the [
zealous efforts of the priest Her- |
molaus, however, he was brought :
back to the practice of the Faith. So ardent was his
zeal and desire to expiate his former apostasy that
he distributed all his goods to the poor and openly
professed the truth of the Christian religion. His
zeal led many to the Faith, and so he was arrested
during the reign of the infamous Diocletian.

Pantaleon was cruelly tortured on the rack, and
red-hot plates were applied to his body. He suf-
fered many other torments, which he bore calmly
and bravely; finally, he was beheaded. St. Pantale-
on is a patron of physicians and midwives, and is
invoked against consumption, cancer and tuberculo-
sis and for protection of domestic animals. He is
pictured with his hands nailed together, since one
of his many tortures was being nailed to a tree.

Mary and the Precious Blood

In his Compendium of Mariology,

Father Keuppens treats of Mary

and her role as associate with §

Christ the Redeemer in the man-

ner of redemption, and says the

price paid by the Blessed Virgin

was not only her sorrows but the

same price Christ paid, namely,

His Passion, Life and Precious

Blood. It was Mary’s inasmuch as it stems from
the most pure blood of her Immaculate heart. Pi-
us X writes, in “Ad diem ilium”: “By this commun-
ion of sorrows and will between Mary and Christ,
she merited to become a most worthy Reparatrix
of the fallen world, and therefore the Dispensa-
trix of all that Jesus won for us by His Blood and
Death.” Benedict XV remarks that “She suffered
with her Suffering Son, and almost died together
with him, and abdicating her maternal rights over
her Son, she in so far as was in her power immo-
lated Him for the human race, that justice might
be satisfied, so that it may be truly said that to-
gether with Christ she redeemed mankind.”
