A SCHOOL OF PRAYER
On the feast of the Epiphany, January 6, 2001, Pope Saint John
Paul II penned an apostolic letter, Novo Millennio Ineute, (At
the Beginning of the New Millennium). He called on our par-
ishes to be “schools of prayer.” He wrote this. “Yes, dear broth-
ers and sisters, our Christian communities must become genuine
‘schools’ of prayer, where the meeting with Christ is expressed
not just in imploring help but also in thanksgiving, praise, ado-
ration, contemplation, listening and ardent devotion, until the
heart truly "falls in love". Intense prayer, yes, but it does not
distract us from our commitment to history: by opening our
heart to the love of God it also opens it to the love of our broth-
ers and sisters and makes us capable of shaping history accord-
ing to God's plan.”

All Saints has a reputation for solemn and dignified liturgy. Our
sacred music is often remarked upon. Through evident hard
work and long hours, our choir and bell choir enhance the
Eucharist, making a joyful noise unto the Lord.

Now the parish has added a new dimension of prayer to its spiri-
tual life. Last Sunday, after Mass, a dozen parishioners gathered
near the statues of the Holy Family and recited the Rosary. This
was the first public recitation of the Rosary in this church since
a wake service some six years ago. I could not help but be
moved as we prayed the Glorious Mysteries and looked at our
Emil Frei windows commemorating the Assumption and the
Queenship of Mary.

Please consider joining us after Sunday Masses on days when
we do not have our communal gatherings of coffee and pastries
in Ryan Hall. Our next Rosary is on November 17", Find
your beads and be sure to join us.
