God wants to bestow on all people, it does boggle my mind to think that the Church is not filled 
to overflowing when we gather for Mass or when we offer the Sacrament of Reconciliation. After 
all, itôs free!! Not only that, but the Lord, the lover of souls, who created all that exists, uses these 
occasions to extend his mercy upon all.  

As we gather this weekend may God help us to be aware of the ways that we fall short of 
our call to extend Godôs love and mercy to those we encounter. However, may you also know 
how much God loves you as His unique creation.  

As we conclude Respect Life month may we also pray for greater respect for all human life 
in our world from conception till natural death. It is the Creator of all that has given life to all that 
exists, and who  ñ...loves all things that are.ò St. Teresa of Calcutta reminds us, ñIt is not for us to 
destroy what God has given us. Please, please let your mind and your will become the mind and 
the will of God. You have the power to bring war into the world or to build peace. Please choose 
the way of peace.ò

 Christ revealed God as absolute mercy.  He came 
to die for us and cancel the debt of sin, which we were 
unable to pay. The Latin word for mercy  is misericor-
dia (miser, cor, dia).  The word means "the heart (cor) 
of God (deus) touching our misery (miser).  God en-
ters into our misery by becoming man in the Person of 
Christ.  He does so to inject the comfort of his pres-
ence into the depths of our darkness so that when life 
becomes dark for us, we do not have to suffer 
alone.  When we have been touched by his mercy, we 
too become merciful; to follow him is to become a 
channel of his mercy.  
 
ñBlessed are those who mourn, for they shall 
be comforted .ò 
 
 It seems rather counterintuitive that the mournful 
can be called 'happy', but this beatitude refers to a 
special kind of mourning.  If we love God, we will love 
all those who belong to God, and every human being 
without exception comes from God and is loved by 
God with an incomprehensible love.  And so the more 
we enter into the heart of God, the more we discover 
our neighbor there, and so we are moved to return to 
earth, so to speak, and we go looking for him or her, 
because we know that there we will find the God we 
have begun to love: we discover our neighbor in God, 
and we rediscover God in our neighbor. 
 Now when we truly love others, their happiness 
becomes our own, because we have begun to love 
them as "another self", and yet for the most part, we 
find them in pain, suffering, and struggling to be hap-
py.  Because we love them as "another self", their suf-
fering too becomes our own.  We mourn for them, for 
it is so hard to remain indifferent to the sufferings of 
others after we have discovered and entered into the 
heart of God.  It is the sins of human beings, the cold 
indifference of others towards God and neighbor that 
fills us with sorrow.  This, however, is a blessed sor-
row, a sorrow that is not incompatible with joy, but 
exists with it, for it is the joy of having been invited 
into Christ's sorrow, which is a joy filled sorrow.
