The Covid-19 outbreaks and 
continuing economic strain; the political and social 
division in the country and the world; the violent 
explosion in Beiruté All catastrophes that leave us in a 
strong way, the same way Peter became while on the 
wateré  Scared. 
 Focusing on the miracle and how it was 
accomplished ï that Peter and Jesus could walk on 
water ð would be to miss this importance of it 
altogether. Peter sank when he became afraid and 
started to take his eyes off his Lord and friend. We are 
afraid and sinking, how should we restore our ability to 
walk on water with Jesus in our own lives? 
  The Christian must never leave Christ, must never 
trust his own power. Really, if our faith were strong, 
weôd crawl on our hands and knees in the middle of the 
night to receive him here, if that was when we had 
Mass. Our lives would be a joy-filled thank you to God 
and no challenge would ever cause fear; fear would be 
driven out by the gratefulness in love that would 
overwhelm our hearts.
