
 ñWho do you say that I am?ò This question is 
wonderful in and of itself, but it is even more wonderful 
when you compare it to the first, ñWho do the people 
say the Son of Man is?ò Those questions are likened to 
a survey: ñWhat is most popular?ò or ñWhat does the 
most recent poll say?ò These questions indicate an 
ability to dodge culpability.  After all, ñI didnôt say it; 
thatôs just what is being said.ò But the second question 
draws out Peterôs great insight as it may do for us all. 
 This question puts it at the level of experience and 
relationship. Christ knows the disciples well and they 
have had a profound and rich history together. He 
could rather have asked, ñWhat do you, who know me 
well, who follow me, who call me Lord, who are my 
friends, what do you say about who I am.ò No polling 
question or answer in the previous exchange, however 
great, revealed Christôs divinity. It is our knowledge of 
God that gives us true insight. 
 Itôs easy to call someone I donôt know a liar. I might 
even be right. But if you said this to someone you know, 
they could well answer, ñYou know me; you know that 
isnôt true.ò Knowing someone allows us to see the 
treasure that that person is. In human relationships, it 
allows us also to see someoneôs flaws. However, the 

great takeaway here is one of courage and trust. Do we answer with confidence only after a survey? Or 
do we proclaim from our hearts what we know? 
 We can know God and therefore see his divinity and goodness and confess it to the world. Peter 
gives us this great confession because he knew and loved Christ. What will the same do for us?
