
 Here we have a continuing idea that has been 
expressed over and over in the last several weeks. God 
has chosen people to inherit his Kingdom, but if they 
are not worthy of it, he will choose others. It is, again, a 
difficult thing to consider. There is no list we can check 
off that promises us salvation. Rather, we build a 
relationship with God who is the author of life.  
 In this reading, Jesus likens this to a gift, again. 
Those invited did not recognize the gift. If the king 
were to invite any of us to his sonôs wedding would we 
go? Would we be excited to go? Too often in our life we 
begin to think of regular gifts as things which are due to 
us. May the Eucharist never fit this category! Alas, even 
this does. 
 It is vitally important to remember who it is that 
comes to us in Word and Sacrament in this liturgy. The 
Eucharist is an action that gives life to the world. It is 
truly the wedding of the Son ï what a parable! Are we 
aware of how great Godôs gift to us is? 
 Today we stand again at a threshold similar to the 
one that the Apostles and disciples knew 2000 years 
ago. A people waiting for God to be with them. And 
then the threshold was crossed. Today we find 
ourselves also at a threshold ï the morning of a new 
age. May it find us focused on the same gift that 
brought in the Kingdom of God to our earthly life. Be 
strong knowing that the dawn will come; how excited 
will we be for the day to come when we celebrate the 
wedding of the Kingôs Son?
