The Voice of Authority

Some people get intimidated easily. They
are afraid to speak to the boss. They do not
want to visit the principal’s office. They may
even fear a parent who still exercises power
over the decisions children make.

What are people afraid of? Oftentimes
they just do not want to be yelled at. The
volume and tone in the angry voice of someone
in authority is enough to shake you to your soul.

Moses had to face that voice. God was
laying down the law, and doing it loudly. When
Moses visited God on Mount Sinal, he
approached “a blazing fire and gloomy darkness
and storm and a trumpet blast and a voice
speaking words such that those who heard
begged that no message be further addressed to
them.” It was so fearsome that the Letter to the
Hebrews remembered this event over a
thousand years later as if it had happened
yesterday.

When Moses talked with God, he had to
approach a fearsome scene on Mount Sinai. But
not us. “No, you have approached Mount Zion.”
We see a different vision. We see “the city of
the living God, ..., and countless angels in
festal gathering, and the assembly of the
firstborn enrolled in heaven, and God the judge
of all, and the spirits of the just made perfect,
and Jesus, the mediator of a new covenant.”

We approach Jesus in prayer not feeling
intimidated, but privileged to enjoy the festal
gathering of the just made perfect.
