Mission 
 
Faith & Blue was launched to facilitate safer, stronger, more just and unified communities 
by directly enabling local partnerships among law enforcement professionals, residents, 
businesses and community groups through the connections of local faith-based organiza-
tions. The initiative aims to re-calibrate police-community relations through solutions-
focused, in-person, socially distanced and/or virtual activities that are organized jointly by 
faith-based or other community groups and law enforcement agencies.  
 

Purpose 
 
Communities are stronger and safer when residents and law enforcement professionals 
can relate as ordinary people with shared values, hopes, and dreams. The partners who are 
a part of National Faith & Blue Weekend believe we can find ways to work together 
around our many commonalities instead of being divided by our differences. 
 

Background 
 
National Faith & Blue Weekend is an extension of the One Congregation One Precinct 
initiative (OneCOP), a program of MovementForward, Inc., which is a bridge-building, 
solutions-focused human and civil rights organization based in Atlanta, Georgia. The 
OneCOP initiative pairs together officers at the beat or precinct level with local houses of 
worship.
