It is not that | have already taken hold of it or have al-
ready attained perfect maturity, but continue my pursuit
in hope that | may possess it, since | have indeed been
taken possession of by Christ... forgetting what lies be-
hind but straining forward to what lies ahead, | continue
my pursuit toward the goal, the prize of God’s upward
calling, in Christ Jesus” (Phil 3:7-14).
