Natural Family Planning Awareness Week:
July 21-27

July 21-27 is Natural Family Planning Awareness Week. Following is
the conclusion to a homily by Rev. Dr. Paul CB Schenck: “The uncertain-
ties and complexities of family planning lead many couples to believe
that contraception is the only route to responsible parenting. The
Church though points to another option, one that is at the same time
optimistic and realistic: the principles of Natural Family Planning, or
NFP. NFP respects and affirms the factors couples consider to be essen-
tial to responsible family planning while respecting the woman’s power
to conceive and bear their child. NFP allows married couples to rely on
the genius and design of their own bodies to help achieve or avoid preg-
nancy. Those unable to conceive natural?f might be granted wisdom and
courage to adopt, foster, or sponsor children.

“At a time when the emerging generation of young people is rightfully
concerned for the protection and preservation of nature, and the dan-
gers of biotechnology, genetic engineering, and the artificial manipula-
tion of life, NFP answers the need to attend to the protection and
preservation of the human person as the image and likeness of God, and
of the human body as the Temple of the Holy Spirit. NFP promises to
integrate heaven and earth, the divine and the human, the soul and the

body.

NFP offers an aspirational and inspirational alternative to the technolo-
gization, mechanization, and industrialization of human relationships.
NFP respects and protects the nature of the person. In a phrase, Natu-
ral Family Planning is loving, naturally.”
