Bishop Perez at a Rose-Mary fundraiser recently said ά  Love ultimately means to strive for the good of 
others. That is the work of the churchΧέ YOUR LOVE went far and wide. 
All 94 tags were taken for the tenants of the 17 Rose Mary group homes throughout Euclid and Richmond 
Heights. Because of the large number of gift cards, items needed all year such as underwear were also 
purchased. Most of the tenants are adults who have no families supporting them. All 24 tags were taken for 
seniors. The Legion of Mary gifted folks at nursing homes. The local Birthright on East 185th Street received a 
van load of gifts which they will give to new parents throughout the year. The Thea Bowman Center that the 
Social Justice Ministry supports received $1,040.00 in Giant Eagle, Walmart and McDonaldΩs gift cards. Giant 
Eagle and Walmart gift cards will be handed out all year to help folks purchase fresh produce and meat and 
to supplement Thea Bowman Center programs at the Center. The McDonaldΩs gift cards 
will be used this summer for the field trips for children. The sweatshirts, T shirts, hats, 
gloves and socks were given out by Saint Aloysius Church for folks coming to the Food 
Bank at Christmas. Fr. Neil and the prison ministry received just under $400.00 in postage 
stamps. Fr. Neil gave two stamps and two Christmas cards to each inmate so that each is 
able to write to a loved one. Four parish families received $50.00 grocery store gift cards. 
Hopefully each had a delicious Christmas dinner. Padre Harold received money to 
continue to build the walls of a small chapel in Nicaragua. 
The Giving Tree once again was absolutely phenomenal!  Thank you ever so much to the 
parishioners who pray for our friends and buy gifts. All is appreciated.
