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MALLIA'S MOMENTS

 Yes, I am in Malta and no I did not write this while I 

was sitting on the beach (not that I would be doing that 

anyway).  I am writing this before I leave actually and I 

just want to remind you that this week we will be 

celebrating the Feast of the Immaculate Conception.  Now, 

I am sure you know what that means, but just in case you 

do not, the celebration is about Mary and that fact that she 

was born without original sin.  In other words, because 

God who knows all things, had chosen Mary to be the 

mother of his son, freed here from the original sin that is 

part of the human condition.  But just because she was 

free from sin does not mean that she also did not need 

salvation; she did.  Further, she was also capable of sin, 

though she remained free from sin in her life.  
 

Now because the feast comes so close to Christmas, it is 

easily confused with the idea that it refers to Mary 

having conceived Jesus through a miracle.  That is called 

a Virginal birth.  In that regard, we also hold that Mary 

remained a virgin even after the birth of Jesus.  I know 

that there are passages in the Bible that refer to "brothers 

and sisters of the Lord", but there are two points to 

clarify.  One is that the word for siblings and cousins is 

the same in Hebrew and it is possible that Joseph was 

previously married and had children from his first 

spouse.  This is a  position often held by the Orthodox 

Church. 
 

 All that being said, the Feast of the Immaculate 

Conception on December 8th is a Holy Day of 

Obligation and you are expected to attend Mass that 

day.  There are three Masses at 6:30 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 

at St. Augustine and at 7:00 p.m. at Holy Family.  Please 

make sure you do your best to get to Mass.  I will be 

praying for you in Malta, so please pray for me. I will be 

traveling home on the 9th. 
 

What am I doing in Malta anyway? 
 

 In my role as a canon, I participate in the liturgical 

celebrations at the parish in Cospicua.  The parish still 

has a novena of Masses leading up to the feast where 

there is a special morning mass at 5:45 a.m.  Confessions 

are heard before every mass.  A priest is asked to preach 

the whole of the novena and his talks create a parish 

mission.  At these morning masses an average of 400 

people attend the mass.  There are also the regular daily 

masses and then in the evening there is a special mass 

for various groups in the parish.  So, you see I am in 

church a lot.  The morning before the feast, with the 

closing of the novena a special mass is celebrated and in 

the evening there is an evening prayer service with all 

the canons.  The morning mass of the feast day there are 

a variety of masses celebrated by many priests, but the
