MALLIA'S MOMENTS

 Jesus said, 'I am the bread of life; whoever comes to 

me will never hunger, and whoever believes in me will 

never thirst'". This passage powerfully challenges us to 

think about a couple aspects of our lives.  The first is 

about how we approach what we have.  Do we see it as 

a gift from God or do we see it as our personal 

possession?  If our own, then there is no need to be 

grateful to anyone but ourselves; if from God, then we 

should always have an attitude of gratitude as Blessed 

Solanus Casey manifested in his life.  Secondly, we 

should be challenged to think about how we seek to be 

"filled".  God tells us in the passage that in him we will 

never hunger or thirst, yet so often we feel a sense of 

lack in our lives.  We seek to fill it with activities, 

possessions, self-importance, status, or many other 

things, but we are unfulfilled because they are void of 

truth and goodness.  Truth, life, goodness can only come 

from their source which is God himself.  That is why in 

God we do not hunger or thirst for the things that will not 

bring us real fulfillment. 

 

 I have often used the example of eating a healthy meal 

versus fast food.  Though our appetite may desire the 

fast food, after eating it, our bodies quickly long for more 

because they do not contain what the body really needs 

to be satisfied.  A good meal, filled with healthy things, 

sustains the body for a longer period of time.  Our souls 

also long to be fed, but when we fill them with "spiritual 

fast food" they quickly hunger for more.  If we try to 

substitute God with activities that do not reflect God, we 

continue to put our heads in the proverbial refrigerator 

looking for more.  When we replace God with things or 

money or even various forms of "spirituality"  we continue 

to hunger because they do not satisfy the longing of our 

hearts.  We wander from cupboard to pantry looking for 

something and like a child on a hunt, when asked what 

we want, we respond by saying we do not know.  Our 

parents tell us to eat an apple and we say but I want 

something more.  Each time we turn away from God, 

replace him in our lives or seek a substitute, we are 

depriving our souls of that which it needs most. 

 

 No wonder the world is wandering between confusion 

and chaos.  We are not fully accepting that which alone 

can fill us.  God is the answer to our hunger and 

thirst.  We need to fill up on the Word of God and on the 

Bread of Life.  This is why we need to come to church 

every week.  This is why we need to pray.  Our souls are 

dying and we are being filled with hate because we are 

killing our spirits by denying them that which alone can 

sustain them.  Is there any question why there is so much 

division among people?  Is there any question why 

everyone is trying to find who they are?  Is it any wonder 

why violence, abuse, destruction of the environment and 

other evils persists without decline no matter how many 

hashtag sayings we come up with?  It is because we are 

not being fed by God but by that which is counter to God, 

by evil manifested in individual pursuits. 

 

 Jesus Christ alone is the way, the truth and the life.  It 

is God alone who can sustain us.  Everything else is a 

lie!  God gave them manna in the desert so that they 

would not die until they arrived to the Promised Land and 

even then they grumbled.  God has given us the 

Eucharist to sustain us on this journey so that we can get 

to heaven and yet we grumble as well.  Why do we have 

to go every week?  I think the priest talks to long.  I get 

bored.  The pew is too hard.  The parking lot is too full.  I 

have other plans. I will try to see if we can fit it in; and the 

litany of excuses only grows along with the problems in 

the world.  Christ came to bring about a kingdom of 

peace and justice.  Our constant refusal to follow his way 

only leads us in the other direction.  How long will we 

remain lost?  How long will we think that we are smarter 

than God?  How long will people placate themselves 

thinking that as long as they are not the worse person 

that makes them a good person? 

 

 World hunger exists not because of climate change or 

over population, but because of corporate greed and the 

unfair distribution of the worlds resources.  It has been 

proven that American farmers alone produce enough 

food to feed the world; yet people die of hunger each 

day.  That is not God's fault, it is ours.  Like so many 

things, we excuse our indifference to God by blaming the 

problems of the world or the sinful actions of people 

within the Church as reasons for not being more active in 

our faith.  We are diluting reality with sugary treats of self 

indulgent pursuits.  We post selfie videos of ourselves 

crying about how terrible things are and do nothing to 

change them and of course we never turn to God as the 

real solution to our problems.  Think for a moment on 

how ridiculous that really is.  Instead of being filled with 

grace we long for temporary and instant gratification of 

our desires.  How shallow have we become?  Instead of 

searching out eternal truths, we have succumb to 

creating truth based on what we feel at the moment that 

could change by tomorrow.  How is that truth?  Do we 

even know what the word means anymore?
