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We are to love the Lord our God and our neighbor as
ourselves. Seems rather simple and there really should
not be too many questions, right? Not even close. The
simple thought of just loving runs right up there with how
everyone should just get along. Tell that to people stuck
in a traffic jam or if a flight is delayed. | know my
experience of those things is how everyone just holds
hands and sings and passes around a Coke to make
everyone smile! Sorry, drifted off to Dreamville for a
moment. For all the talk about love these days, the truth
of how hard it is seemingly is lost on most people. There
is nothing simple about love.

It is not even easy to love God with all our minds, heart
and souls. We know how it is very easy to miss praying
or going to mass. We turn our backs on the Biblical
teachings when they become difficult to live out. We
reject church teaching for the same reason. The truth is
that love is not about convenience. Love is about
commitment, about covenant and about forever. When
people say that they "fell out of love" with someone, they
are missing the essential nature of love. You see, you
can fall out of a tree, but understanding that love is an
experience of the divine, then we can't stop loving unless
God stops being.

The power of love is not found in the emotional
expression but in the transformational nature of
love. When we really love with all of our being, be it God
or another person, we will never be the same. Too often
we diminish love by making it about emotion or attach it
to ftrivial occurrences. Most people know that | get
worked up when | hear people say how they "love" pizza
or some other object. Words have real meanings and
bear a truth. The constant misuse of a word diminishes
its meaning and makes it devoid of its truth. How can we
compare pizza to a person or to God? The question has
to be do we really understand what love really means?

Our failure to understand the meaning of the word
corresponds to our inability to actually live it out. A
word's meaning should not be subject to personal
manipulation. Today people will tell you that "it means
this to me". What? The process has become that we
define words by usage rather than by reflection on the
truth, but that does not mean that the process is
correct. In fact the process is wrong. Most people from
foreign countries will tell you how hard it is to learn
American English, not only because we have so many
exceptions to the rules, but that we use so many slang
words whose meanings can even vary based upon
region of the country.
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The Bible uses the word in a very specific way and with
a very specific meaning. It is a complete commitment to
the other, a gift of self on behalf of another. God so loved
us that he sent his son to die for us. God did not say the
sin of Adam was a mistake and so we should not worry
about it. When we fail to grasp meaning, we fail to under-
stand truth. | encourage you to pray what it means to love
God with all your heart, mind and soul. Notice | did not
ask you to pray on what you think it means but on what it
really means. | further asked you to pray about
it. Without God, the ability to understand and live love is
not possible. May our prayer be that we grow in our
understanding of what real love is. God bless.
