MALLIA'S MOMENTS
by Fr.

All three readings in the mass today talk about God’s
desire that we work personally and collaboratively for the
conversion of sinners. Moses in the first reading, begs
God to relent from punishing the people due to their sin of
creating a golden calf to worship. Paul in the second
reading, speaks about the work of grace in his own life
helping him turn away from his many sins. And in the
Gospel, Jesus speaks about the joy in heaven over one
repentant sinner.

The reason that Jesus came into the world was so that
our sins would be forgiven, but God forgiving us means
little in our lives if we do not seek to live the new life given
to us by God’s grace. It is the process of conversion that
leads us to a deeper and fuller acceptance of grace.

Like the lottery winner who squanders the
winnings and soon finds himself without even what he
had prior to winning, taking our salvation for granted
leaves us more deprived then when we were in ignorance
of Christ.

That is why we must all work on our own personal
conversions, but at the same time work to help others
come to know Christ in a fuller way. | want to again urge
all of us to make efforts to live more committed lives to
Jesus. | urge us to pray each day, attend mass each
week and to seek out forgiveness through the sacrament
of penance. | also urge all of us to encourage others to
return to the Church, to attend mass and to encounter
Jesus again. Finally, | urge us to fast one day a week for
healing within the Church and for those who have walked
away from the practice of the faith.

Christ Jesus has asked us to help others to come to
know him and our first step is to bring those who have
already been a part of the Catholic Church home through
our words, actions and prayers. God bless you all.

L =] Q. Why is the title of Saint
given to the angels Michael,
Gabriel and Raphael?

A. The word "saint" is a translation of the
Latin word "sanctus" which means "holy."
The Church teaches all rational creatures who
share in God's life and nature can been called
"holy." This term is applied correctly to
angels as well as to the souls of those who are
in heaven and enjoying the beatific vision.
While all of the heavenly angels are holy,
only the three you mention have been called
“saint.” Perhaps this is because they are the
only three angels whose names we have been
given. The early Church venerated these
angels as holy, invoked their intercession and
gave them honor, but they were never
formally canonized by the Church, nor would
they have need of such, given their status as
holy angelic beings.

In Sacred Scripture and the liturgy, the
word "holy" is applied to God Himself and by
analogy it can then be applied to all who
share His life. This is why we proclaim the
Church to be One, Holy, Catholic and
Apostolic. The first generation of Christians
sometimes referred to each other as "saints,"
meaning that it was assumed they were in a
state of grace, and thus trusting they would be
united with Jesus forever in Paradise.

Later on in history, the translation of
"saint" became more distinct and restricted
with certain exclusivity to human creatures
with body and soul, whose souls were united
to God in heaven. The translation holy, on
the other hand, continued to be used to
describe people, actions, places, angels or
objects. Canonically, today the word “saint”
can only be used for those souls who have
been "canonized" or "raised to the honors of
the altar." Nowadays we apply the word
"saint" only to the souls of the just human
beings in heaven. However, this ancient
usage of “saint” applied to angels is still
widely practiced and quite acceptable as
angel designates their job description, saint is
used to designate their holiness.
