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MALLIA'S MOMENTS
by Fr.

This coming Wednesday is Ash Wednesday and the
beginning of Lent. Today’s readings give us an excellent
reflection point for the start of our Lenten journey. The first
reading and the Gospel both point out that we cannot bear
hatred in our hearts. How can we say we love if we have
hearts that at the same time are filled with hatred at the
thought of certain people? As disciples of the Lord we are
told that we are to love one another, but it is not possible
for love to dwell in the presence of hate.

To say that we love one another is not hard; it is the
living it out that is hard. We are not required to agree
with everyone or even agree with what they do, but we
must separate the actions from the person because if we
do not separate one from the other and equate the action
and the person, the disapproval of the action becomes
transmitted to the person. Thus, hate grows and takes
root in our lives.

| urge all of us to examine our hearts and minds this
Lent to see if hate, jealousy and rivalry are part of whom
we have become. The urgency of this reflection is
evident. When we look towards the crucifix, we are
reminded that the motivation of the actions against Jesus
were precisely hate, jealousy and rivalry. We can see
where these evils will lead us if we allow them to take
root in our lives rather than the love which God offers us.
May God give us the grace to take this Lent seriously.

Ash Wednesday Masses:

To help get your Lent off to a good start, please note that

there are 6 masses being offered between the two
parishes. There is a 6:30 a.m. mass at St. Augustine which
will get you off to morning work or school around 7:00 a.m.
There are two masses offered at 8:00 a.m., one at each
parish.
These are followed by mass at 4:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. at
Holy Family and 5:30 p.m. at St. Augustine. There is also a
Fish Fry at Holy Family on Ash Wednesday. Hope this
helps everyone find a chance to get to mass.

Stations of the Cross:

This Lent we are putting a special emphasis on
promoting the Stations of the Cross. The bracelet that is
being handed out this year includes the prayer that is
said at the start of our reflection at each station; We
adore you O Christ and we praise you, for by your holy
cross you have redeemed the world.
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The reason we are putting a focus on this prayer form
is because it offers us a special opportunity to highlight
the journey of the final hours in the life of Jesus. Though
we can'’t all be in Jerusalem to visit the actual sites of the
stations, we can walk with Jesus spiritually in a path that
was motivated with love for us and for our salvation.
Afterall, walking with Jesus is the goal of our lives. Thank
you for your participation.

The Stations of the Cross are prayed every Friday
evening at 7:00 p.m. following the Fish Fry at the parish
which is hosting the dinner that night.
