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MALLIA'S MOMENTS
by Fr.

It's hard to believe that we are in Holy Week and today we
start our journey through these last days of Lent with the
retelling of the story of Jesus entering into the holy city of
Jerusalem. We are told how a large crowd gathered to
welcome him (I am sure they were not six feet apart), but we
should also realize that it is possible that many in that crowd
were the same who only a few days later would shout for his
death.

Shouting for or against anything or anyone may mistakenly
be taken for convictions or strongly held support, but that is not
always the case and in fact may rarely be the case. | have
been part of protest marches in the past only to see the crowd
lose their enthusiasm for the cause when it came time to
actually act. | have witnessed crowds gather to show support
for environmental issues only to leave huge piles of garbage
behind.

In the present crisis, | have seen many “symbolic gestures of
solidarity” by well known people as well as by people of less
notoriety. | appreciate their efforts but there is a great
difference between a symbolic gesture and an actual effort to
create a change or to help make someone’s life better.
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Faith cannot be built on symbolic gestures nor
lived only when things are easy. Unlike the people
who shouted for joy on Palm Sunday and shouted
even louder for the death of Jesus, our faith cannot
be easily swayed by the winds of time. The
Scriptures remind us, “let your yes mean yes and
your no mean no” or “if you are lukewarm, | will spit
you out of my mouth”. True faith is forged in the fire
of challenge and character in the crucible of crisis.

Now is the time when we must hold firm to our faith
in Christ and bond closer to the truth as taught to us
by the Church. Our efforts to bring you the mass
each week and this week to bring the various
celebrations, are one way of strengthening you in this
challenge. | invite you to share with people the
availability of mass and other services on-line,
especially with those who do not regularly come to
mass. What an easy thing for them to do, simply
click on and watch. | am surprised by the number of
people who are watching and maybe some who were
reluctant to come to mass may in the end join us as
they grow closer to God through our broadcasts.
