Brown Scapular Enroliment

With First Communions having been
celebrated, often times there is the
practice of giving the brown scapular
to them. The proper way of giving
them the brown scapular is to have
them enrolled in it. There is a specific rite found in one
of the liturgical books, the Book of Blessings, that
enrolls individuals in the brown scapular. One only has
need to go through it once. While the scapular is
blessed during this rite, if that scapular breaks or
becomes unusable, a new brown scapular that is
acquired for the purposes of replacing a broken one
has no need of a blessing. One’s enrollment takes care
of that.

I am surprised parishioners
accept this. What are your thoughts?

A: Your concerns are not without merit. While there are no rules
absolutely forbidding images of the saints in the sanctuary, current
norms and customs speak of the sanctuary area of the Church as
emphasizing a Crucifix, the altar, the ambo and the Presider’s chair, for
the priest is ““in Persona Christie.” To have a statue of the Virgin Mary in
what seems like a co-equal position with the Crucifix would only serve
to give ammunition to those who accuse Catholic’s of worshipping
Mary. It could also be misunderstood by some Catholics.

Furthermore, the tabernacle in most parish settings is also usually in a
prominent place, near the alter. This too is fitting for it contains the body,
blood, soul and divinity of Jesus Christ. Images of Mary and the Saints
near the alter are not common in modern Church design, but neither are
they forbidden. It is certainly understandable having the patron, or
patrons, of the parish prominently displayed, i.e. the Holy Family and St
Augustine. Like our two parishes, many older churches place these
images somewhere near the front.

Perhaps a way for the parishioners to have accepted what others may
consider less than ideal, is they call to mind that Scripture teaches we are
surrounded by a “great cloud of witnesses,” the saints in heaven
(Hebrews 12:1). We gather with these saints in heaven at every Mass.
There may also be benefit in recalling the earty Church at prayer: They
all joined together constantly in prayer, along with the women and Mary
the mother of Jesus (Acts 1:14).

We pray with the saints, and they with us, but we do not worship any
of them and should not give the impression to outsiders that we do. The
Mother of Jesus, the saints in heaven and the rest of humanity would all
be hopelessly lost were it not for the redeeming power of the sacrifice of
the Lord Jesus Christ.
