Call  back from the congregation when

he cleans the sacred vessels after
_ communion?

A. There was a time, long before
I came into full communion with
the Catholic Church, when the priest
celebrated the entire Mass with his back to the
congregation. This put him facing the same
direction as the people. The symbolism here
being the priest, acting in the person of Christ,
is leading the people to eternal life. I love the
beauty of this symbolism. I am sorry [ missed
that era.

Vatican 1I lifted the requirement of this
practice and a lot of other practices as well.
Part of the motivation in Rome was an effort
to promote world wide ecumenism as well as
bring Church practices into the twentieth
century. For example, places like Red Lobster
all but eliminated any sacrifice for Catholics
abstaining from meat on Fridays.

Now for your question, Fr Phil said that by
his practice of turning from the congregation
as he does, he wants to take the focus away
from himself and keep it on Jesus, whom the
people have just received in the Eucharist. Fr
Phil doesn’t want to offer a distraction.

One can’t help be amazed how Jesus has so
wonderfully established and built His Church
and how the Holy Spirit keeps it so finely
tuned. The Church allows for great leeway in
local customs and practice while at the same
time remaining unchanged in doctrine and
teaching. In a Church filled with flawed
humans, this is nothing short of miraculous.

The next time you do not actually see Fr.
Phil purifying the vessels, remember why he
chooses this practice and then turmn your
attention to Jesus. One of the things to thank
Him for is His wonderful Church.

I Want to Read the Bible.
Where Do I Start?

A good place to begin reading the Bible is
the daily readings of the Church. Using a
monthly publication such as The Word Among
Us, an app such as Laudate, or subscribing to
the daily readings through USCCB.org to
receive them in your inbox each morning offers
a jump start to your efforts.

If you prefer to have your Bible in hand,
consider reading the Book of Proverbs which is
packed full of wisdom. Conveniently, there are
31 chapters in the book of Proverbs, one chapter
for each day of the month!

Using the L.O.V.E. The Word method we
discussed a couple weeks ago, we

Observe the circumstances of our life
Verbalize what we think God is saying
Entrust every outcome to the Lord

Faith Formation families are also learning
about the different “layers” or hierarchy of the
church:

= Individuals

= Families

= Parishes

= Diocese

= The Universal Church
and how they guide, teach, comfort and bring us
into the body of Christ.

As individuals we are but a small part in the
Body of Christ, but not unimportant. Jesus tells
us through scripture that “Behold, I stand at the
door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and
opens the door [then] I will enter his house and
dine with him, and he with me.” Rev 3:20.
Jesus calls us each by name and knocks on the
door of every individual’s heart. Each time we
choose to do something good and right, such as
reading the Bible or helping someone, we open
the door a little bit more.

But we do not exist simply as individuals.
No matter our vocation in life, each one of has
come froma family. ~ We know the family
unit is important because Jesus was born into a
family. It is often referred to as the domestic
church and is where we learn how to love,
forgive, work, and sacrifice for one another. As
individuals, we open our heart to Jesus to allow
him to dwell within each of us. As a family, we
are made stronger because “We must consider
how to rouse one another to love and good
works” (Hebrews 10:24) and work together to
grow in holiness.

In our local parishes, families come together
each week to worship, receive the sacraments,
and continue learning more about the faith we

profess. We join together to form an even
larger part of the Body of Christ.

The most important thing we do in our
local church is gather to celebrate the Holy
Mass. It is then that we join our individual
and family offerings of service, sacrifice, and
love to the perfect offering that Jesus made on
the cross, and together, offer them to God on
the altar.

Each parish belongs to a Diocese which is
led by a bishop or archbishop who has
received his authority directly from God as a
successor to the apostles. Being part of a
diocese reminds us of the four marks of the
Church: The Church is ONE (all individuals
are part of one Church), HOLY (begun by
Christ), ~CATHOLIC (which means
universal), and APOSTOLIC (meaning all
bishops, priests, and deacons receive
authority from a direct line given by Christ to
the original 12 apostles).

Finally, we all belong to the Universal
Church in Rome.

Being covered in the layers (or the
hierarchy) of the church is like wearing a suit
of armor into battle. The layers protect,
guide, teach, comfort, and bring us into the
Body of Christ in deeper and deeper ways.

So if you’re beginning a practice of
reading the Bible, remember that you have
the history and hierarchy of the Catholic
Church on your side. Over 2000 year ago
Christ built this Church and promised that He
would stay with it and protect it forever. And
He begins with each one of us as we respond
to Him knocking at the door of our hearts.

Ready to begin reading the
Bible regularly?
Here’s a few suggestions:

e Create a space where you can go
each morning (or evening) that is
inviting and comfortable. Keep in
your space a Bible, some prayer
cards, a pen and paper (or journal).

e Choose a consistent time. This will
help form the habit of spending
time with the Lord.

e Subscribe to daily readings by
email, on an app, or any number of
magazines.

What does it mean
to have a Mass "offered"
for someone?

An individual may ask a priest to offer a
Mass for several reasons: for example, in
thanksgiving, for the intentions of another
person (such as on a birthday), or, as is most
common, for the repose of the soul of
someone who has died. One must never
forget the infinite graces that flow from the
Sacrifice of the Mass which benefit one’s
soul. Pope Leo XIII in his encyclical "Mirae
caritatis" (1902) beautifully elaborated this
point and emphasized the connection
between the communion of saints with the
Mass: "The grace of mutual love among the
living, strengthened and increased by the
sacrament of the Eucharist, flows, especially
by virtue of the Sacrifice [of the Mass], to all
who belong to the communion of saints."

When a priest offers Holy Mass, he has
three intentions: First, to offer the Mass
reverently and validly in accord with the
norms of the Church. Second, to offer the
Mass in union with the whole Church and for
the good of the whole Church. Third, to offer
the Mass for a particular intention, such as the
repose of the soul of someone who has died.

The special personal fiuits of the Mass
benefit the celebrating priest who acts in the
person of Christ in offering the Mass and to
the people who are in attendance and
participate in the offering of the Mass. These
fruits are both extensively and intensively
finite, since each of us is finite. Therefore, the
more a Mass is offered, the more benefit is

conferred.
