Message from the desk of the Pastor 
  

My dear people of God, 
 

   Welcome my brothers and sisters in Christ to todayôs celebration of the holy mass on the first Sunday of Lent.  As most of you are aware, the 
Lenten season began a few days ago on Ash Wednesday and it will last for forty days.  Every year during this time, the church writes herself to 
the mystery of Jesus in the desert.  

   Today we are reminded of the temptation to which Jesus himself was subjected.  The devil tempts him three times: The devil commands 
Christ to turn stones into bread to satisfy his physical needs.  The devil asks Christ to worship him.  Finally, the devil asks Christ to prove that 
he is the Son of God.  Each time, sustained by the Holy Spirit, Christ can resist temptation.  He is victorious over temptation just as he will be 
victorious over death.  

   The forty days of Lent is the annual retreat of the people of God in imitation of Jesusô forty days in the wilderness.  We are called to journey 
with the Lord in a special season of prayer, fasting, almsgiving, repentance and renewal as we prepare to celebrate the feast of Easter, the Chris-
tian Passover.  The Lord gives us spiritual food and supernatural strength to seek his face and to prepare ourselves for spiritual combat and test-
ing.  We, too, must follow in the way of the cross in order to share in the victory of Christôs death and resurrection.  As we begin this holy sea-
son of preparation and renewal, letôs ask the Lord for a fresh outpouring of his Holy Spirit that we may grow in faith, hope and love and em-
brace his will more fully in our lives.  

   My dear brothers and sisters, are you ready to follow the Lord Jesus wherever he wishes to lead you?  How often do we put God to the test? 

   Let us be a people dedicated to the suffering and loving Savior.  We have the opportunity to turn to Christ in prayer and worship this holy 
season.  Lent is the time to draw closer to our loving God and to listen for his voice.  I pray that this Lent will be a time of beauty.  It is time to 
turn back to God.  May God bless you and all the families that comprise the faith community St. Anthony de Padua.
