AUGUST 15, 2021 ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY

Dear friends in Christ.
Greetings of peace, joy and hope to each one of you.

This year, August 15, the solemnity of the Assumption of Mary, is a holy day of obligation in the Unted
States. Here are some important truths about Mary@ Assumption.

What is the Assumption of Mary? The Immaculate Mother of God, the ever Virgin Mary, having complet-
ed the course of her earthly life, was assumed body and soul into heavenly glory.

Should we believe this dogma? Yes, it is a Hivinely revealed dogmaCand is thus a matter of faith and all the faithful must believe it.
Does this dogma mean that Mary did not die? The dogma does not speak of MaryQ death. However, it is believed that Mary did die.

Why should Mary die if she was free from original sin? Jesus was also free of original sin and its stain, but he did die. For Mary,
death was not the punishment for her sins, but it was fitting that MaryQ body, which was by nature mortal, should be, in conformity
with that of her Divine Son, subject to the general law of death.
