2019 Nominations/Elections

household may be nominated).

Nominees are expected to fill out a question-
naire, go thru an interview process & attend a
workshop before their name is placed on the
ballot. Please make sure that the Nominee
is aware of and agreeable to this criteria
before proceeding with nomination.

Parishioners-at-Large elected this year are ex-
pected to serve a term of 2 years (from January
2020-December 2021). The Parish Council

meets quarterly in the months of January, April,
August & October. Nomination forms may be
found at all church entrances/exits or at the rec-
tory office.
