
 

Hospitality Greeters and Ushers 
  

 

St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Parish is in need of many more Greeters and Ushers 
for our Saturday evening and Sunday masses.  The ministry of Hospitality is 
crucial to making the experience of Church welcoming and hospitable.  These 
ministers greet, assist in seating and respond to the needs of established and 
new parishioners and visitors.   
 
The Hospitality Greeters arrive at mass and are at the church doors 20 minutes 
before mass begins.  They greet the congregation as it arrives with simple words of 
welcoming.  They open doors for those who are in wheelchairs or struggling to walk 
on their own.  When mass starts, they go to their seats and their duties are done.  
Anyone can do this ministry – men, and women, and children can help if they are 
accompanied by a parent.  Please consider helping with this ministry especially if you 
like to arrive early. 
 

The Hospitality Ushers arrives no later than 20 to 25 minutes before mass.  They 

receive assignments from the head usher, prepare the collection bags and baskets, help 

those arriving find seating, take up the collection, oversee the communion lines, pass 

out bulletins and straighten up the pews after mass.  Their quiet, but helpful presence is 

necessary to ensure an environment where the congregation can worship with dignity 

and solemnity.  These ministers serve on a regular schedule 2 times per month.  They 

must be registered members of St. Elizabeth Ann Seton and a minimum of 14 years old.
