WHY DO CATHOLICS DO THAT?  
Question:  We live in a country that upholds the 

separation of Church and state. What is the role of 

Catholics in society? 

Answer:  The role of the Church in the world has taken 

different forms over time, but the theme is the same. Be 

disciples in it! As the lay faithful -- that is, not vowed priest 

or religious -- we are called to live and love in the 

circumstances of our daily lives. St. John Paul II wrote a 

document about the laity. In it he wrote, "In their situation 

in the world God manifests His plan and communicates to 

them their particular vocation of seeking the Kingdom of 

God by engaging in temporal affairs and by ordering them 

according to the plan of God" (On the Lay Members of 

Christ's Faithful, 15). 

    God wants us in the hospitals, the board rooms, the law 

offices, the food pantries, and the little league games! We 

are to engage in the affairs of the world. But when we're 

there, we should live the plan of God. We need to respect 

those around us, engage in just business and legal 

practices, and love our children. We should care for the 

earth, use our money wisely, and get to know our neighbors. 

We must advocate for social policies that respect human 

dignity and human freedom. No matter our state in life, 

we are invited to build the kingdom of God!

Safe Environment 
On November 2, the Diocese of Nashville released the 

names of 13 former priests who served in the Diocese of 

Nashville and have been accused of sexually abusing a 

minor.  One of those priests, Paul Frederick Haas, was 

identified as having served in the Diocese of Owensboro. 

Haas was born December 14, 1933, ordained May 23, 

1959, and died on June 7, 1979. 

From 1966-1977, Haas served in the Diocese of 

Owensboro.  During his time in our Diocese, Haas served 

or was in residence at the following locations: 

¶ Immaculate Conception Parish, Hawesville 

¶ St. Columba Parish, Lewisport 

¶ Catholic High School, Hawesville (closed in 1969) 

¶ Owensboro Catholic High School  (1969 ð 1977) 

¶ Sts. Joseph & Paul Parish, Owensboro 

¶ St. William Parish, Knottsville 

¶ St. Lawrence Parish, Philpot 

No allegations of sexual abuse of a minor have been 

reported against Haas in the Diocese of Owensboro, but 

multiple allegations have been reported in Tennessee. 

Because the Churchõs first obligation with regard to all 

victims, whether alleged or substantiated, is for healing 

and reconciliation, the Diocese will reach out to every 

person who alleges that he or she was abused by anyone 

acting in the name of the Church, whether the alleged 

abuse was recent or occurred many years in the past.  If 

you or someone you know has been abused by a member 

of the Church, please call the Diocese of Owensboro 

Pastoral Assistance Coordinator at 270-852-8380. 

Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe 
   If you brought your child to the restroom during the 

Liturgy of the Word, you might walk away with one of two 

interpretations of Jesus as King. The first and second 

readings are bold and victorious. We see Christ coming on 

the clouds for the final judgment of heaven and earth. The 

Gospel sets a very different tone. Jesus is under arrest 

and facing death before Pontius Pilate. We know how this 

story will end. So if Christ is King, what does it mean? Is 

he a glorious conqueror or a suffering servant? 

    "My kingdom does not belong to this world." Here is the 

heart of Jesus' reign. He is a king -- and his "subjects" are 

alive and well on earth -- but, ultimately, Jesus' kingdom 

transcends our earthly concepts of power. Jesus faced 

down the temptation of a solely earthly kingship. At the 

close of his 40 days in the desert, the devil offered him 

the kingdoms of the world. Jesus only had to sacrifice his 

heavenly values and worship Satan. The same 

temptations to distort the kingship of Christ are present to 

us today. Jesus' invitation also endures. "Everyone who 

belongs to the truth listens to my voice." It is important for 

us to belong to the full truth of Christ's kingdom. 

    First, our own hearts must be transformed. Our own 

rebellions in favor of selfishness and against holiness 

must be conquered by God's grace. Second, we must work 

to transform the world as best we can in our own corner of 

it. Like Jesus shows us by his life and death, this doesn't 

mean domination. It means service, sacrifice, respect, 

and love. Our lives must "testify to the truth" of Jesus 

Christ, who lays down his life for his people. That is the 

true beauty of Christ the King!
