ñPeace Be With You!ò  (John 20:19) 

 
Itôs tempting to stay shortsighted when we think about these words of Jesus to 

His apostles.  Itôs tempting to link our peace with the events of our day.  It things are going well, we are 

at peace.  But the moment one of lifeôs trials comes along, we lose our peace. 

 

Jesus experienced all of the emotions we experience, both the good and the bad.  Yet for all of these  

different emotions, one thing remained constant: Jesus always held on to His peace.  Thatôs because the 

peace that Jesus had was not about things going His way.  His peace was about knowing that His  

Father was always with Him and that God would always be faithful to His promises. 

 

The peace that God offers us is rooted in knowing that we are loved by Him, forgiven by Him, and 

saved by Him.  So when things are going your way, be sure to remain peaceful by thanking God for all 

of your blessings.  And when you are feeling angry, resentful, or bitter, take those feelings to the Lord 

and ask Him to help you. 

 

Love everyone.  Seek what is best and just for everyone.  Seek the Lord each day, and He will help you

1930 and 1938 Christ appeared to Sister Faustina, a Sister of Mercy 

in Poland who initiated the Divine Mercy devotion. She was  

canonized on April 30, 2000, the Sunday after Easter, the Feast of  

Divine Mercy. 

  

On Good Friday, 1937, Jesus requested that Blessed Faustina make a 

special novena before the Feast of Mercy, from Good Friday through 

the following Saturday.  

 

Jesus also asked that a picture be painted according to the vision of 

Himself as the fountain of mercy. He gave her a chaplet to be recited 

and said that it was appropriate to pray the chaplet at three o'clock 

each afternoon (the Hour of Great Mercy).
