ANOTHER ASSAULT ON HUMAN LIFE 
 

Elsewhere in this bulletin, you will find a letter from Cardinal Cu-

pich alerting all of us to some of the most appalling pieces of legis-

lation ever to make their way through our morally challenged leg-

islature in Springfield.  
 

These proposed bills would remove virtually every limit to abor-

tion in the state of Illinois and name the fundamental evil of abor-

tion a “fundamental right” and matter of health care. Abortion is, 

quite simply, murder—the taking of innocent life, in the vast ma-

jority of cases, for no other reason than convenience or selfishness. 

In Catholic moral teaching, there are narrow exceptions permitting 

the termination of a pregnancy, particularly if the life of the mother 

is endangered, and only then can abortion be termed “health care.” 

In that case, the “fully formed life”, i.e. the mother’s, is to be pro-

tected and preserved. But even then, every effort must be made to 

save the life of the unborn child if that is at all possible. The bills 

under consideration in the Illinois legislature would strip the right 

to life of even the “partially born” and allow that life to be taken 

even after birth. Further, these bills would strip doctors, nurses and 

hospitals of their right of conscience, leaving them open to criminal 

penalties if they refuse to assist in or perform abortions. 
 

A second piece of legislation would remove parental notification 

requirements for minors seeking an abortion. The absurdity of that 

legislation is truly mind-boggling. It allows for considering the 

“maturity” of a minor who requests an abortion as the reason par-

ents need have no voice in that decision. If that minor were indeed 

“mature”, then how could a pregnancy have occurred in the first 

place unless the minor suffered the horror of rape? Then it does in-

deed become more complicated, but with even greater reason for 

the involvement of the parents. 
 

A recent letter to the editor in the Chicago Tribune criticized abor-

tion opponents for seeking to protect the lives of the unborn while 

ignoring the plight of so many children in our world whose lives 

are afflicted by abusive parents or by famine, war and poverty. 

Those who level such criticisms at the Right to Life movement are 

only seeking to assuage their own consciences for their failure to 

recognize the dignity of all life, from conception to natural death.

Luke 15:1-3,11-32 

Jesus teaches about forgiveness in the 

parable of the Prodigal Son.  

FAMILY CONNECTION 

“Hey, that's not fair!” How many times 

have we heard this spoken in our fam-

ily? Family members challenge one 

another's generosity, operating from 

the perspective of limited resources. If 

we have given to one, perhaps there 

won't be enough for the other. Jesus 

wants us to understand that this is not 

how it is with God's mercy and forgive-

ness. God offers his love to all of us in 

abundance. The forgiveness of the 

father in the parable is an image of 

God's love for us, generous beyond 

measure in his love for both of his 

sons. Can we truly believe that God 

acts this way towards us and accept 

his mercy without jealousy, knowing 

that God's love for another does not 

diminish his love for us? 

As you gather as a family, talk about 

the words and phrases you speak to 

one another when angry. Identify 

words or phrases that reflect jealousy 

towards one another. Talk about why 

we sometimes feel jealousy towards 

one another. Read aloud today's Gos-

pel, Luke 15:1-3,11-32. Talk about 

why the older brother is jealous of the 

younger brother. Identify words that 

the family members in the parable 

might say to one another to begin to 

heal their broken relationships. Make 

a family commitment to say these 

types of words and phrases to one an-

other with greater frequency. Pray to-

gether the Lord's Prayer.

Competencies and Requirements 

Volunteer Inclusion Companions must be practicing Catholics who 

enjoy collaborating with another adult in a classroom setting, want to 

help children be successful in learning about the Catholic faith, will 

be fully immersed in the religious education program, and must have 

prior experience working with children, ages 4-14. 

Volunteer Inclusion Companions must complete an application and 

all compliance requirements by the Archdiocese of Chicago which in-

cludes creating an online Virtus account, completing an online back-

ground check, attending a Virtus training (need certificate), complet-

ing online mandated reporter training (need certificate), reading the 

Code of Conduct, signing the Code of Conduct Acknowledgment 

Form, and completing the CANTS form.  The Archdiocese of Chicago 

compliance requirements are available at:

Responsibilities 

Volunteer Inclusion Companions will: 

 Attend each 75 minute class during the academic year.  There are 

26 classes per year. Classes are on Sunday mornings 8:30-9:45am 

in St. Joseph’s former school building.  Arrive by 8:15 am. 

 Attend family Masses and sacraments, if the child is making their 

sacraments 

 Attend catechist meetings 

 Collaborate with the catechist before/after class to understand the 

learning goals 

 Adapt to the preferred learning style of the child  

 Monitor the child’s learning and report on the child’s progress 

monthly with the catechist and director of religious education
