From the Pastor’s Desk

It is sobering to think of the fact that we all have crosses to bear in
life - but this is part of life really. We can either encounter hard-
ships trying to go it alone, or rely on the Lord to shoulder the cross
with us.

me” - | am reminded that the Lord would not ask such a thing
without giving us the ability, through his help, of doing it. Thisis a
comfort to me when the difficult times come - somewhere God
provides the strength and resources, if we cooperate and look
where we the Spirit leads.

We began the first of our six-session Bible series this past week
and the book club begins this Monday.

We are working on tying up the financials for this past fiscal

year. Department heads will be reviewing their final budget ex-
penditures from last year with me, and Bill will be preparing the
final reports to go to the Diocese. These will be reviewed, ap-
proved, and signed off in the next Finance Council meeting. After
this, a report will be prepared and distributed to all parishioners so
that you will see the status of our financial situation. With the sale
of Sacred Heart (which should transact with the next few weeks)
we will pay off the last of the parish debit. Removing this burden
will help us to have a good feeling going forward.

Thank you to those who have shared with me their continued feel-
ings of the transfer of this sacred space to another community of
Christians. We are hoping that the incorporation of elements from
St. Joseph and Sacred Heart into our two parish worship spaces
and special Masses of dedication to come will be healing steps. |
continue to remain available for any who would like to speak.

Our school is off to a strong start. We have the same number of
students as last year (the first year without a drop in census since
2011-2012). From this point of stability, and with new and ener-
getic faculty joining our seasoned professionals, we will continue
to grow. Thanks to all who have aided with your prayers. Coming
together to work for things such as quality Catholic Education for
our children, learning about and growing in our faith, worshiping
God as his faithful children, participating together in common ac-
tivities - all this helps us to continue to be a community that serves
the Lord as we serve others in ministry and in love. Thanks be to
our good God for all that he has blessed us with.
