From the Pastor’s Desk  �

     As I write this it is the Day after Easter … and it’s raining.  Some people have said to me that it didn’t feel like Easter this year, 

and it was a bit strange.  But I want to share with you something that made me think of the rebirth that we look forward to at East-

er.  As I was walking into Holy Spirit to celebrate the 8:30 Mass - regretting that I would find an empty church, and not a crowd of 

people inside - I saw this: 

          Amid all the other things that were dead-looking in the yard, amid all my sadness of what would not be at Mass, this bush 

was in bloom, flowers sprouting at its base—made me think of that first Easter Sunday.  The women going to the tomb, expecting 

death, sad because things with their little group of disciples was not going to be as festive as it should be.  They found something 

they did not expect - and empty tomb that was a sign of life not death.  Here also in our yard was a sign of life.  Like Jesus coming 

from the tomb, which brought a new and unexpected life to that little community of believers - here was this bush.  I looked into 

the yard and saw a whole lot of other bushes and trees waiting their time to bloom - and I realized that even in the dark times Jesus 

is present with us, just like that one bush in the yard that was blooming.  We can look forward to a new blooming for each of us 

and for our community this Spring and Summer - I am excited to see what it will be like. 

     I promised you an update on the finances of the parish, which have been strained due to the current situation.  I am pleased that 

many of you have heeded the call to Stewardship and have made sacrifices.  Your contributions represent a sacrifice in gratitude to 

God for the gifts he has given, such sacrifices yield a spiritual benefit for you and you can have faith that you will not be left in the 

dark by God.  Usually one would offer the spiritual sacrifices (the denials and changes of attitude that made the financial contribu-

tion possible) at Mass to be joined to the sacrifice of Jesus.  Fr. Miguel and I will do this for you at daily Mass in your absence so 

that the benefits of these sacrifices pour out upon us and those we pray for.  Through the increased collections we have received - 

and also assuming that our P.P.P. loan goes through - we will not have to lay off any workers.  The P.P.P. program allows us to 

take out a forgivable loan to pay salaries for two months.  We fell behind on some of our bills in the first few weeks of this, and 

with this loan and your continued generosity, we will catch everything up and get us back to our previous debit-free status.  I will 

provide some more detailed information once we see what has been received at Easter, and if the loan comes in. 

     I hope that many of you were able to view our Easter Vigil and Masses on the website and Facebook.  I know that with the live 

streaming the sound was not as clear and there were some skips in the playback (this was likely due to internet connection issues).  

We will continue to record and post videos, as we have done in the past, to have clear copies of Masses available to you.  I would 

like to issue a public thanks to all those who assisted in our liturgies from the ministers who served and read, to the music that was 

provided by dedicated effort of Paul, Paulette, Mike, and many others, and to the unsung heroes Brian and Ann Mari LaRoche who 

stepped in to decorate both churches so beautifully.  The church buildings will be open for prayer as the schedule on the website 

and Facebook indicate - come and experience some prayer in this Holy time (the smell of lilies makes Easter more real for some 

reason). 

     Reminders that bulletins and other materials are available in the churches on the website and you may call the office with any 

needs, to speak to a priest, or have bulletins or materials mailed to you or a shut-in you know.  We remain a community, we re-

main connected to each other on a deep level in the Body of Jesus, we remain joined in a common faith.  Let us continue to pray 

for and support each other and look forward to that day when the life of our community blooms in a way that we did not expect - 

just like the flowers bloom each spring
