From the Pastor’s Desk

Some of what Jesus says to us can be a bit off-putting. He seems
to be saying not to love our closest relatives. What he really means is
more about not letting anything get in the way of following God.
When this is a person close to us, it is a hard thing. We don’t have to
ignore or put them out of our lives (sometimes we actually may have
to), sometimes it is more about not surrendering that part of our heart
and allegiance that belongs to God. Listen to the Lord, listen to the
Spirit speaking to you, recognize that the relationship we have with
God (which too often we are told is not significant) is really of vital
importance. When we forget that, when we will find any reason to
push God to the side, then we are forgetting what Jesus is saying.

It has been a great joy to me to see our very own parishioner Lucas
LaRoche become ordained a Deacon. As you may know all men who
are studying to become priests become Deacons first. This step (which
happens in our Diocese about a year before being ordained a priest)
marks an important part of the journey to priesthood. The aspects of
service that are the hallmarks of the office of Deacon remain a part of
the priest as he takes on the order of priesthood. The new Deacon can
now take on an increased role in the liturgy, he can also proclaim the
Gospel and preach the Homily at Mass, and also perform other roles
(such as certain blessings, officiating at burial services, and witnessing
marriages). Since our Masses overlap, Lucas was not able to be at all
of them. However he was able to be Deacon at some of our Masses last
weekend and preached in his home parish for the first time. I was at his
ordination and am looking forward to being at his next one where
(hopefully with less restrictions) you all can be invited to his first Mass.

The Finance Council met this past week to consider a few pressing
issues. One of these was the Caring Place. Being shut down for three
months, and all the increased restrictions regarding how many children
we can take at a time have weighed heavily on the program. Other than
this, we have emerged post-shutdown in a stable condition. God has
blessed us and has made it possible for us to be able to pay off all the
bills that fell behind during the early days of the shutdown. We are
again debt-free and with your continued generous stewardship of the
gifts God has put in your hands, we will continue to praise God who
cannot be pushed aside, and serve our neighbors.

The second group of young parishioners received their confirmation
this past week, and we will be having others receive sacraments at
Masses this weekend. Please pray for them. All those who continue to
receive sacraments receive special gifts that they generally are not
aware of. It is in the participation in the life of the Church, and in fol-
lowing Jesus that these are unlocked for the glory of God and the bene-
fit of all. As we arise from this “shut-down,” maybe it could be a time
to consider how we can live more deeply the life of Jesus and see the
graces of our own sacraments unlocked. Wouldn’t this be a wonderful
way to arise from the gloom of the pandemic blues?

May God’s blessing be with you and all your families.

*Safety Guidelines for Masses

There’s a limit to the number of people who can attend
Mass at any given time. It is a percentage of our building
occupancy. For most Masses this will not be a problem
given our church sizes and usual number of parishioners.

e To reduce spread of the virus: Everyone will have to wear
a mask during Mass, hand sanitizer will be offered for use
in church, and we’ll be sanitizing between Masses.

e Paper worship aids will be used instead of missalettes.

e Certain pews in the church will be blocked off and each
family group must be separated from the next by 6 feet.
That is, people living with each other may sit with each
other, but must be distanced from the next group.

e Due to seating constraints you will likely not be able to
get your “usual seat”. Please follow the directions of the
volunteers who will guide seating.

e [fthe upper church has reached capacity, seating will be
in the hall with a video and sound feed of the Mass. If
you are seated there, communion will be brought to you.

e The processions and collection will be modified to mini-
mize movement through the church.

e The number of doors used to enter the church will be
limited so that we can insure an accurate count and can
help people be seated with the minimum of contact.

e Communion will be offered (under one species - just the
host), further instructions will be given at Mass regarding
how to come up for com-
munion. Thank you for
