English as a language has lost many of its verbs tenses.  In fact most grammarians say that English verbs have only 
two tenses past and present all others are achieved using various combinations of verbs.   Spanish has seven simple 
tenses and seven compound tenses for a total of 14, and even with that number some Spanish grammarians say that 
there are a total of 19 distinct verbal tenses.  WOW!   
 It is true that the meaning is in the tense.  This weekend the meaning of the psalm is completely found in the 
understanding of English verbal tenses.  ñGod, in your goodness, you have made a home for the poor.ò  Whether or 
not you read it as the present perfect indicative or the present perfect subjunctive the meaning is exactly the same 
from the past to the present day launching into the future God has and will continue to house the poor.  Is this to say 
that our God is not concerned for the wealthy?  Of course not!   It is to say that He will continue to shelter the poor.   
 No one wants to be poor.  But in all reality a bad decision, a poor investment, a loss of a job and any single 
one of us could wind up living in our car, or under a bridge, or in a shelter.  There but the grace of God.
