Go to the 
Sacrament of Reconciliation and create a wider road into 
your heart that's easy for Jesus to travel, a through-way 
upon which he can arrive in great speed and glory. 

All humankind is as frail as grass, and all our glory is 
like the flower of the field that withers and wilts. Only 
the glory of God stands forever. 

What are your troubles and struggles this Advent? Here 
is where Jesus wants to minister to you, and here is 
where you are most vulnerable to sin. 

What in your life is going well? What activities are you 
doing that seem good and productive? Are any of them 
grassy glories that can wither away in a drought? A 
hundred years from now, will what you're doing today 
still have an impact - a beneficial impact? 

God has given you talents and a vocation - a calling, a 
special purpose - that requires those talents. Yes, you! 
We are all called to have fruitful lives that make an 
eternal difference. We are all called to be like Mary 
giving birth to Jesus so that the world becomes a better 
place. Jesus wants to come straight to us to produce the 
fruits of his eternal kingdom in our lives and in others. 

Are you wasting time? If so, take this to the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation and prepare yourself for the way of the 
Lord. He wants to make an eternal difference through 
you!
