THE EPIPHANY OF THE LORD 
Is 60:1-6/Eph 3:2-3a, 5-6/Mt 2:1-12 
The word Epiphany means manifestation.  Today we cele-
brate the feast of God revealing of his glory.  Our gospel 
tells the story of the Magi, the wise men.  They followed 
the star to find the new king.  They came bearing gifts of 
gold (to crown a king), frankincense (to worship God), and 
myrrh (for healing and for anointing a body for burial.  
Even at Christmas we have a hint of what is to come).  
What gifts do we bring to our Lord? How do we rise up in 
splendor for our Lord has come? Instead of gold, frankin-
cense and myrrh, can we bring the best of ourselves?  
Instead of gold, can we offer our love for our neighbor?  
For frankincense, can we offer true worship and lift up our 
prayers like incense? And instead of myrrh, can we bring 
comfort to those in need?  Can we see Christ in the other 
and bring the light of Christ to a dark winter world?
