With her extensive back-
ground in psychology and spirituality she will lead us to perceive more deeply and discern the gifts 
within each of us.  
As part of God's creative work, we all take part in creating.  Our inner spirit receives the             
companionship of the Holy Spirit and opens us  to receive and express God's love.  Each of us can 
explore the liberating secret, "I am precisely the gift God wants."   
Together we will listen to the Spirit  and consider the path that is our own.  As we prayerfully reflect 
we can recognize the love and gifts God has given us. We also can discover ways which are good 
for us, to deepen our relationship with God and, in turn, bring blessing  and peace to the world. 
 
Evelyn holds a Masters of Education from Marquette University, a degree in educational            
leadership, a Masters in counseling psychology from Loyola University of Chicago, and  graduate 
work in theology and spirituality from Regis College, Toronto.  (a Jesuit College)  
 
The women of the parish and their guests are invited to attend this special presentation.  We meet monthly 

on the first Saturday of each month from October through May to enjoy fellowship, refreshments and gifted

             Acts 2:42-47/ 1 Pt 1:3-9/ Jn 20:19-31 

 

 As John presents the scene; the appearance of Christ, his gifts of peace and his Spirit, and the      

mission to forgive are all intimately bound together. We see Godôs initiative, the divine outreach, and the 

commission he gives. The disciplesô experience begins with receiving Christôs peace, a peace so dynamic 

that they are impelled to share it with others through the mission of forgiveness.  

 Although John neglects to tell us why the doors were still locked, Pope Francis said something in      

Evangelii Gaudium, ñThe Joy of The Gospelò that may shed light on it. Addressing the danger of closing 

off our minds and/or our communities, Francis said: ñMore than by fear of going astray, my hope is that 

we will be moved by the fear of remaining shut up within structures which give us a false sense of securi-

ty, within rules which make us harsh judges, within habits which make us feel safe, while at our door peo-

ple are starving and Jesus does not tire of saying to us: óGive them something to eatô (Mk 6:37)ò (#49).  

 

 People in our world are starving for food and for peace, needs that go together. Jesus appeared in 

the midst of his disciples to give them peace, a peace that would impel them to mission, a peace that would   

underpin a community of solidarity and mission. As Pope Francis pointed out, rigid structures, rules, habits 

and retribution can make us feel safe, but they do not bring Christôs peace. We know Christôs peace only 

when we get caught up in the dynamic of his ever-expanding forgiving love.  

 

 Thatôs the journey we are called to deepen in the 50 days of Easter.
