YOU HAVE MADE US FOR YOURSELF, O GOD, AND OUR HEARTS
ARE RESTLESS UNTIL THEY REST IN YOU
[St Augustine, THE CONFESSIONS]

During the rest of the year, until the First Sunday of
Advent on November 28, we are moving through
Ordinary Time of the Church’s liturgical year. It is
“ordinary” not because it's not important, but be-
cause we take an ordered way of reading through
the Gospels to know and love God more deeply. It
is meant to be a time of growth in our relationship
with the Lord, symbolized by the use of green vest-
ments and altar decorations in our liturgies.

Our spiritual growth comes through the grace of God, of
course, but like the farmers around us who grow their crops, we
must prepare the spiritual ground for the seeds of faith which God
wants to sow in our lives.

Preparing the ground in the spiritual life means doing the
things that open our lives to God’s grace. That takes a certain
amount of discipline, which we call “asceticism” in religious lan-
guage. Fr Thomas Merton, the famous Trappist monk and spiritu-
al writer, recommended some practices that can help us, whether
we are clergy or laity, and I'd like to share some of them with you:

* fasting on certain days
* prayer and meditation at definite hours of the day
* regular examinations of conscience
* regular reception of the Sacraments (confession
and Communion)
* systematic applications to the duties of our state in

life
* particular attention to virtues most necessary in
our state of life

Merton warns us not to let asceticism become a distraction
from the goal of becoming holy, or to misunderstand asceticism as
the source of salvation. We don’t do things just to fulfill some kind
of spiritual law, but rather as a personal response of love to God,
who loves so deeply. The point is to be able to offer ourselves
wholly to God and His holy will for us.

Merton also suggests that we have a spiritual director to help
us look at our relationship with the Lord. A spiritual director can
be a priest or deacon, or it can be a lay person who has a strong
and healthy spiritual life.

| hope these reflections will be of some use to you in your
relationship with God. In a world which has so much indifference
and rejection when it comes to a relationship with the Lord, we
want to embrace and receive His love for us in every way possi-
ble.
