Msgr. Dzielak’s Message

On Wednesday, October 20, Deacon Greg Urban of St Mary, Maple Park, will observe the 20™ anniversary
of his ordination to the Permanent Diaconate for the Diocese of Rockford. We extend our congratulations to
him and his wife Bev, and thank them (the deacon’s wife is an important part of his ministry to the Church)
for the years of service and the blessings which have come to us through Deacon Greg’s ministry, which
has been exercised on the parish, diocesan and national levels.

It has been traditional in the Catholic Church to view the origin of the diaconate in the sixth chapter of the
Acts of the Apostles (6:2ff), where seven men were selected to help in works of charity. We also find the
New Testament witnessing to the deacon’s position in the Church in St Paul’s First Letter to Timothy.

One of the early Christian documents called “The Teaching of the Apostles” described a deacon as “the eyes and
ears, the mouth, heart and soul of the bishop.” Around the year 100, St Ignatius of Antioch said that deacons were
“ministers of the Church of God,” and he mentioned two specific functions of deacons: [1] writing letters for the bishop
and assisting him in the ministry of the Word, and [2] serving as the bishop’s legate from one local Church to another.
Assistance to the poor and needy in the name of the bishop was another main task of the deacon.

The diaconate as one of the three ordained ministries in the Church began to decline around the Forth Century for
various reasons, and by the Seventh Century the diaconate in the Western Catholic Church (though not in the Eastern
Catholic Church) was seen to be simply a step toward ordination as a priest.

Interestingly, it seems that the modern idea for a permanent diaconate was discussed by priests in Nazi concentra-
tion camps who thought deacons would have been able to do much good in their parishes. In 1957 Pope Pius XIl spoke
in favor of restoring the permanent diaconate, but thought “the time is not yet right.” The time “became right” during the
Second Vatican Council in the 1960s. Discussion during Vatican Il led to the restoration of the permanent diaconate on
September 29,1964. We are the generations who have since benefited from the restoration of this ordained ministry
among us. Let us rejoice with our diocesan deacons!
