He doesn't actually say our hands cause us to sin. 

If instead of sin, He had been talking about                                                                                                                       

a diseased part of the body, we wouldn't find it                                                                                                        

particularly objectionable if He had said                                                                                                                                         

we should cut it out if this would save our life.                                                                                                                         

The reason the thought of chopping our hands off                                                                                                                         

is so objectionable is because in reality                                                                                                                                 

there are other more fundamental causes of our 

sin.                                                                                                                        

The force of Jesus' language should                                                                                                                                             

alert us to the urgency with which                                                                                                                                                   

we need to deal with the real causes of sin.                                                                                                                                        

It belongs to penance to cut out these causes. 

We need to reorder our thoughts and desires,                                                                                                                               

so that the way is clear for Christ to enter into our 

lives.
